How do I get to Crazy Cod Camp?

Remember. To get to Arnøya, you will need to take a ferry. 
From Storstein to Lauksletta. 
 

  



Crazy Cod Camp – House 1 
 
This house is located at Arnøya, northern Norway. It is 
approximately150 m2 and is located 5 minutes away from the 
pier and boats. Inside of the house there is a big kitchen, 
fridge, freezer, dishwasher, stove and micro. 
 
 

 
 
 

On the second level is bathroom and shower. The 5 bedrooms 
are also located on the second floor. 



After you have departed from the ferry, you keep to the right 
and drive for approximately 7-10 minutes. When you see a 
harbour and a rock pier on your right side, you can see the 
camp house. 
 
 

 
 



Crazy Cod Camp – House 2 
 
When you leave the ferry, drive to the right. This house is 
located between the ferry harbour and the boatdock. 
Approximately 5 minutes to drive from the ferry dock and 1 
minute to drive to the boat dock. It is located on the left side of 
the road. This house it newly renovated, and contains 3 
bedrooms, 6 beds, luxurious bath, tv set, dvd player, internet 
and new kitchen with stove, dishwasher, micro etc.  
 

 
 
 

When you arrive here: Call the manager on duty. He will come 
and welcome you. 
 
 
 



 Weather reports: 
 

1) The weather is announced at 19.15-19.25 on NRK 1. 
     It is also announced at approximately 23.00 at the same  
     channel. The program is called ‘Kveldsnytt’ 

 
 
    2) An alternative is TV 2, and their news and weather report  
        starts at 18.30 
 

3) Weather can also be checked from www.yr.no. Search  
    for Lauksletta / Arnøya. 

 
 



Groceries: 
 
There is one grocery shop at Arnøya. It is 15 km away from 
the camp towards Arnøyhamn (the direction you came from). 
It has open between 10.00 and 1600. It is open on Saturdays at 
11.00 – 14.00. The grocery shop will accept the most common 
credit cards, but not euro.  
 

 
  



Fuel: 
 
When you arrive at the camp, the tank of the boat will be full 
and you will have 3 cans of fuel additionally. When you leave 
the camp, the fuel cans and the boat tank must be full. 
 
Close to the camp, towards the ferry port, at the local fish 
factory, there is a fuel pump. You can ONLY pay with cards 
here (VISA / Mastercard).   
 



Can you charter a professional fishing boat with skipper? 
 
Yes, you can! 
 
MS Kameraten: 

 
 
 
Price. 350 NOK per hour. Minimum 4 hours 
 
The boat is owned by the owner of the camp (O P Pedersen) 
and the guide will be a professional fisherman. 
The boat is located in the harbour where the rental boat is. The 
boat is only available when O P Pedersen is at the camp. 
Maximum 3 people can go together. Details must be discussed 
with the camp manager. 



Tackle shop:  
Can you buy tackle equipment at the camp? Yes, Petri 
Peltonen has a selection of equipment that you can buy if 
required. Contact the camp manager for assistance. The tackle 
shop is located at the lower level of camp house 1. 
 
 
Bedware: 
Do you need to bring bedware or sleeping bags? No 
 
 
Personal equipment: 
Do you need to bring personal equipment like heat suits, 
boots, gloves etc? Yes. 
 
 
Fishing equipment: 
Do you need to bring personal fishing equipment? Yes, in 
general you have to do that, but we have a nice selection of 
rods and reels for rent. Price is 10 Euro per day for rod, reel 
and line. You can also rent heatsuits. 



Garbage: 
Put the garbage in plastic containers located outside the house. 
 
 
Smoking 
Smoking is totally forbidden inside the houses. This is due to 
safety reasons and other guests with asthma and allergy. 
 
Freshwater fishing 
Are there any opportunities for freshwater fishing in the area? 
Yes, in the river close to camp house 1, you can go fishing for 
river trout. No permit required. 
 
 
 
 
Salmon: 
Can I buy fresh salmon here? Yes, but only at the shop in 
Skjervøy.



Is there cable-tv and wireless internet: 
Both houses have internet.  
 
 
Pubs and restaurants: 
Is there somewhere I can eat or drink nearby? Yes, there is a 
local pub and restaurant very near the lodge. It is called 
Lauksletta Overnatting, and you can call +47 95857154 for 
details. 
 
 
Is there a sauna available? 
Yes, on the beach there is the Midnight Sun Sauna available 
from approximately 1st of May. Take a warm sauna and cool 
down in the sea while having a beer. 
 
Please agree with the other guests who uses sauna when. 
Bring your own wood, and use the sauna as much as you want.

The boat is an Kvärnö aluminum boat 575cm, 60hp Honda 4 
stroke engine, with Garmin fishfinder and mapping machine. 
 
Boat  2: 

 
An 18 feet Hansvik glasfiber boat with 30 HP Suzuki 
fourstroke and Humminbird fishfinder   / mapping machine.

This cleaning shack is exclusively for use for guests from 
Crazy Cod Camp. Here is running water and a cleaning table 
to filet the fish. 
 

 



Some general advice: 
 
In order to make your holiday as superior as possible, I 
suggest you do the following before you arrive: 
 

- Read about fishing in northern Norway. There is a lot of 
information on internet, and more you know in advance 
of different species and seafishing, the more you will get 
out of your vacation. A good advice is to check Petri 
Peltonens webpage. 
 

- Think carefully about the gear you bring. I have seen 
people loose BIG fish because they wanted to use an old 
reel with an old line. Is it worth it? 
 

- Have respect for the weather. There is NO fish in the 
world that is worth your life. If you are afraid, drive the 
boat to the harbour and take a break. 
 

- Show respect, good behaviour and attitude to the locals. 
Talk to them and they will talk to you. 
 

- Release the small fish you catch. 
 

- Look at maps you can find on internet from the area, and 
familiarize yourself with the surroundings before you 
arrive. 
 

- Expect a variability of the weather, some days can be 
cold and rainy, while others are sunny and calm. Don’t be 
sad or angry about the weather. NOTHING can be done 
about it. 

 



- Always bring your cell phones with you to sea, fully 
charged. 
 

- Is the area suited for families and kids? 
Definitely. The area has no pit-falls or danger-zones. 
There is always a lot to do and explore for kids, hiking, 
playing along the beach and the boathouse etc. Life on 
the countryside seldom gets boring. 
 

- Is there an ATM machine on the Arnøya? No. 
 

- If you have any problems with the accommodation, we 
will do our best to help you. 
 

 
When you are tired of fishing or the weather is bad, what 
can you do? 
 
The area is very nice for hiking and mountain climbing, so 
bring some rough clothing. There are also good photo 
opportunities. In August and September you can pick berries.



Before leaving: 
 

- Clean the kitchen and living area and leave 
no dirty dishes or pans. 
 

- Vacuum clean over the living rooms and 
bedrooms in use.  

 
- Put all bedware in black plastic bags and 

leave inside house. The bags can be found 
inside the house 

 
 

- Put any remaining trash in the container 
outside 
 

- Leave all keys inside the house

IMPORTANT NOTICE 
 
From 01.06.2006, the maximum allowable amount of fish 
each person can bring out of Norway is 15 kg. 
 
Fishing in vicinity of sea farming facilities requires great 
caution due to anchoring ropes on the bottom. It is not allowed 
to fish closer than 100m to a sea ranch. Violation of this can 
cause a report to the local police, so be nice people, and don’t 
get yourself into a lot of trouble. Also stay away from bouys 
and poles. There is fishing gear below, and you can loose all 
your pilks easily. 



Daytrip to Tromsø: 
 
You can take the speed ferry from Arnøyhamn to Tromsø. On 
Tuesday (Tirsdag) and Thursdays (Torsdag) you can leave in 
the morning and return in the afternoon. See the ferry 
schedule:
